Writing Application

e Genre Characteristics

Contains a logical sequence of events
describing an experience

Elements of story structure are evident
as well as a clear, detailed description
of character, setting and events
Writer’s voice may be evident

Includes elements of story structure,
most likely the beginning and middle
(ending may be missing)

Elements of the story structure may be
missing or undeveloped

Use of descriptive words
Generally stays focused on topic
Prints legibly and spaces letters,
words, and sentences appropriately

Central idea partially developed
Limited use of descriptive words
Topic is not clear

Letter formation and spacing is not
fully developed, but does not interfere
with understanding

¢ Central idea not developed

¢ No evidence of descriptive words

® Topic not addressed
